The creation of a Learning Objective may seem simple and for many
experienced ICT people it is but, not all training materials are well prepared
or every learning object clear and effective. When planning learning objects,
teachers should consider some important issues such as keeping the
educational goal in focus whilst choosing the content which will support that
goal.

In order to keep the user interested throughout the course, it is more
appropriate to offer them an alternative path through the learning objectives
and the presentational material which is the base of the objectives should be
appropriately planned. At the end, the learners should be able to offer

constructive feedback through the evaluation quizzes. To recap;
